	Tuesday
14/04/20
	Play a game of ‘I Spy’. How many things can you find beginning with the letter ‘s’. Try this with 2 or 3 other letters.
	Draw a picture of something you have enjoyed doing at home and write a sentence about it.


	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Practise writing your numbers from 0 – 10. Try to remember which was round each number is written!

	Find some sticks outside or in the garden. Gather scraps of paper, tissue paper, or old fabric and attach them to your stick to make a magic wand. What spells can you make? Can you tell a story about a magic spell?

	Wednesday
15/04/20
	Play a game of rhyming words. Say a word e.g. cat and ask your child to name a word that rhymes. Continue with this  e.g. hat, mat, pat and then choose another word e.g. dog, frog, log
	Ask your child to tell you a story and write it down exactly as your child tells is. Stop at points to read it back to your child. Your child might like to make this into a book and add some pictures

	Share a story of your choice with your child 
	Today try to write your numbers from 0 – 20. 
	Find some animal hand puppets, cuddly toys or toy animals. Can you make a home for the animal in the garden? What will it need to keep it warm and dry?

	Thursday
16/04/20
	Practise reading some of the ‘sound button words’.
[bookmark: _GoBack](attached) and tricky words (attached)
	Read or listen to a traditional tale. Draw the characters from the story, cut them out and attached to sticks or straws to make puppets. Practice retelling the story with the puppets.

	Share a story of your choice with your child
	When having a snack such as raisins or carrot sticks, ask your child to count how many they have to start with. Then share with a friend, how many do they have now? Can they write the numbers down?
	Gather some plastic bottles from the recycling bin. Can you recycle these to make a water wall? (Picture attached for reference)

	Friday
17/04/20
	Say a sound to your child and ask them to write this down from memory. Continue with other sounds and eventually some words such as pig, hen, mat, chip, ship, boot.
	Get your child to retell one of the Traditional tales that you have read together over the past week. Talk about what happens at the beginning, middle and end of the story
	Share a story of your choice with your child or
